Conditions (subject to change)
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Features

· The BritRail England Consecutive Pass and Flexi Pass are valid for travel on the railway network of England (coloured in red)
· Valid for travel on the following London Airport Link services: Heathrow Express, Gatwick Express and Stansted Sky Train
· Senior formula in 1st class only, for traveller from 60 included on the first day of travel
· Youth formula in 1st and Std Class, for travellers from 16 up to 25 included on the first day of travel

· BritRail Eurail Passholder discount: 
· Youths between the ages of 16 and 25 (inclusive) who have a valid Eurail Pass receive a 50% discount on the Standard Adult fare.
· This discount is available on BritRail and BritRail England Consecutive and Flexi passes.
· Not valid for residents of Europe
· Passengers must write the Eurail Pass ticket number in the field provided on the BritRail Pass.
Family Pass

· Available in First and Standard Class

· Applicable to Regular and Off Peak BritRail England Consecutive and Flexi Passes

· One child from 5 up to 15 included on the first day of travel travels FREE when accompanied by either one adult or one senior

· Children up to 4 years of age on train’s departure date: free (no ticket required)

· From the 2nd child accompanied by either an adult or a senior, the regular child price is applied: half the adult fare 
Children’s rule

· A maximum of 2 children FREE per party Pass (Adult & Senior Pass only)

· At the time of the booking, it is important to select “1 adult + 1 child” under the product selection

· If “child” does not show on the printed pass, travellers will be ask to pay an extra ticket on board  

· Other children from 5 up to 15 included on train’s departure date :  half -adult fare 

· Children up to 4 years of age on train’s departure date: free

Eligible Party

· People with a permanent residence outside of the United Kingdom, for more than six months, are eligible to purchase or use a BritRail England Consecutive or Flexi pass
Conditions of use

· Passes must be validated within 6 months of issuing date by a railway official in the United Kingdom (station’s desk) who also fills in the passport number

· Passes must be validated prior to boarding the first train  
· Passes are actual travel documents and do not need to be exchanged
· The date of travel has to be entered in the correct way before boarding the first train, by the traveler, in the corresponding box of the calendar
· 7:00pm rule: if an overnight train starts after 7:00pm on a validated BritRail England Flexi pass, the passholder must enter the next day's date on the pass, provided it falls within the validity of the pass

Benefits
· Special Passholder fare available on Eurostar: not valid for residents of the UK, passengers must have a valid BritRail Pass.
Party Pass Rule

· 3rd to 9th passengers traveling 1st or Std class in a group together at all times are entitled to a 50% discounted Party Pass (rounded up to the next dollar)

· Discount granted on Adults fares only 

· No free children from 3rd to 9th passengers
· Party Passes will automatically be linked for travel with a full fare pass

Refund

· BritRail England Pass must be presented unused and not validated for refund.

· An 85% refund applies to unused or not validated passes returned within 6 months of issue date.

· BritRail England Pass is not refundable and cannot be replaced if lost, stolen or partially used

Packaging Instructions

· BritRail England Consecutive, Flexi and Party Passes must be stapled in a BritRail Ticket cover. 

· All party Passes must be in one ticket cover
