Conditions (subject to change)

This pass is designed especially for those who choose to base themselves in London during their visit to Britain. Travel with this flexible Pass on the days you want and explore the area immediately outside London. Ideal for day trips to great cities such as Oxford, Canterbury, Cambridge, Salisbury and Brighton and now Bath and Stratford-Upon-Avon.
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Features

· The Britrail London Plus Pass is valid for travel on the participating train operators services in the South East area of England surrounding London (a detailed map is available on the Britrail Ticket cover)

· Boundary stations are: Harwich, Kings Lynn, Huntingdon, Bedford, Long Buckby, Stratford-upon-Avon, Worcester Foregate, Bedwyn, Salisbury, Bristol Temple Meads and Weymouth.

· Not valid on Great Western trains

· The Britrail London Plus Pass now includes 2 extra coupons valid on the Heathrow Express, Stansted Express or Gatwick Express

· Coupons do not need to be used on same airport express. Travel on the Airport Expresses does not use a day’s travel on the Pass. Simply redeem the coupons for travel.

· Senior, Youth, Off Peak and Party Pass formulas are not applicable to the BritRail London Plus Pass

Children’s rule

· Children from 5 up to 15 included on train’s departure date :  half -adult fare 

· Children up to 4 years of age on train’s departure date : free

Eligible Party

· People with a permanent residence outside of the United Kingdom, for more than six months, are eligible to purchase or use a Britrail London Plus Pass
Conditions of use

· Passes must be validated within 6 months of issuing date by a railway official in the United Kingdom (station’s desk) who also fills in the passport number

· Passes must be validated prior to boarding the first train 
· Passes are actual travel documents and do not need to be exchanged
· The date of travel has to be entered in the correct way before boarding the first train, by the traveler, in the corresponding box of the calendar
· Any journey made onwards, outside the BritRail London Plus Pass area boundary must be paid for in advance of boarding the relevant train i.e.: a valid ticket must be held, otherwise penalty fees will be incurred

· 7:00 PM rule does not applies
Refund

· BritRail London Plus Pass must be presented unused and not validated for refund

· An 85% refund applies to unused passes returned within 6 months of issue date

· Britrail London Plus Pass is not refundable and cannot be replaced if lost, stolen or partially used

· Britrail London Plus Pass must be stapled in a Britrail Ticket cover
