Different types of trains:

THE OCEAN:

The Ocean is a night train that runs six times a week (six times each way) between Montréal and Halifax. You will cover hundreds of kilometres while sleeping soundly and you'll wake up in a completely different part of Canada!

The Ocean leaves Montréal in the evening and travels through the small villages on the south shore of the St. Lawrence River before entering the Matapédia Valley. By very early morning, you'll see Chaleur Bay. From there, the Ocean heads south across New Brunswick, where it stops in Moncton before noon, and then continues on to Nova Scotia to arrive at Halifax around mid-afternoon. In the other direction, the Ocean leaves Halifax in the afternoon to reach Montréal the next morning.

The Ocean is the ideal choice for visiting Québec and the Atlantic region. It is also very handy for short journeys in Nova Scotia and in New Brunswick.

Three classes are available: 

· Comfort class, which lets you travel far for less.

· Comfort sleeper class, which provides you with a comfortable bed in private accommodations (available year round).

· The Easterly class offers you much more than superior comfort: a Maritime learning experience complete with presentations affording cultural and historical insights. Along with on board accommodations, the new Easterly class includes exclusive access to the lounges and panoramic section of the luxurious Park car, breakfast, lunch and a three-course dinner (all included in the ticket price), as well as all the special touches of first class travel. The Easterly class service is offered on the Ocean from early May to the end of October. Comfort Sleeper and Comfort class are available all year.

THE SKEENA:

Taking a fabulous 1,160-kilometre (725-mile) journey over two days, the Skeena travels between Jasper National Park in the heart of the superb Canadian Rockies, and Prince Rupert on the Pacific coast. And thanks to an overnight layover in Prince George - don't forget to book a hotel room! - you'll arrive on the Pacific Coast feeling refreshed! The Skeena is a wonderful way to discover the region's scenery, Native culture and other attractions. Welcome aboard!

Three classes are available:

· Comfort class (economy), available year-round, lets you discover the region at the best possible price. 

· Totem class, available only in peak season (from mid-May to late September), includes meals and exclusive access to the superb Park car and its panoramic dome. 

· Totem Deluxe class, also available only in the peak season, includes meals and, as an exclusive benefit, a seat throughout the journey in our new Panorama car, which is fully glass enclosed. 

THE CANADIAN:

The Canadian is one of VIA Rail's proudest services, offering the ultimate Canada train trip. It travels between Toronto and Vancouver, crossing the scenic lakelands of northern Ontario, touring the western plains of the Prairies and the splendid Canadian Rockies, and finishing its journey on the Pacific coast of British Columbia. Other stops include Sudbury Junction, Winnipeg, Saskatoon, Edmonton, Jasper and Kamloops. Crossing from one coast to the other is sure to amaze!

The complete journey takes three days: leaving Toronto on Tuesday morning, you arrive in Winnipeg on Wednesday afternoon, Jasper on Thursday afternoon, and Vancouver on Friday morning.

The Canrailpass is the perfect choice for people who want to go a long way on a limited budget. Travel from the Atlantic to the Pacific — and even north to Hudson Bay!

· The Canrailpass entitles you to 12 days of unlimited travel in Economy class throughout the VIA Rail network during a 30-day period. A travel day is counted as one calendar day, meaning that if you depart on a Monday and arrive on a Tuesday, you have used two travel days. 

· If your travel dates straddle the off-peak and peak seasons (e.g. your first trip takes place in the off-peak, while your last trip is completed in the peak season, or vice versa), you will be charged the peak season fare. 

· Just show your Canrailpass each time you obtain a ticket for a trip during this 30-day period. 

· You can make as many stops as you like during your journey.
